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Award Winning Documentary, “Children of War,” 

Examines the Consequences of International Conflict
(Seattle, WA) – Poignant images of how war has affected people’s lives are showcased by Our World at War: Photojournalism Beyond the Front Lines, a photo exhibit hosted by the American Red Cross Serving King & Kitsap Counties, and Seattle Center Productions and presented by the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC), VII Photo Agency, and Newseum of Washington, D.C. 

In conjunction with this exhibit, the American Red Cross and the Refugee and Immigrant Children's Program (www.refugeechildren.net) of Lutheran Community Services Northwest will present a screening of “Children of War” on Thursday, August 5, 6:30 - 8:30 pm. After the screening, the film’s director/producer, Bryan Single, and Erika Berg of the Refugee and Immigrant Children’s Program, will discuss issues raised by the film and what organizations are doing to aid those affected. 

Filmed in the war-zone of northern Uganda, "Children of War" follows three former child soldiers as they undergo the formidable process of trauma therapy and emotional healing with the help of a team of trauma counselors. Having been abducted from their homes and schools and forced to become fighters for the Lord's Resistance Army – a quasi-religious militia led by self-proclaimed prophet and war criminal Joseph Kony – the children struggle to confront and break through years of captivity, religious indoctrination, and participation in war crimes. "Children of War" serves as a powerful catalyst for the advancement of post-war rehabilitation, peace-building, and international criminal law.

Part of a series of community events related to Our World at War: Photojournalism Beyond the Front Lines, “Children of War” is free to the public. The screening of “Children of War” will take place at Seattle Center's Harrison Street Gallery on the third floor of Center House. Gallery hours are 9:00 am to 9:00 pm, daily.
